Franz Hörl has dedicated his life to tourism and politics and has become one of the most 
influential tourism stakeholders in Austria. Mr. Hörl is a longstanding entrepreneur in 
the hospitality industry and manages the family owned Gaspingerhof Hotel as well as the ski 
resort Schilift-Zentrum-Gerlos, two leading tourism companies in Tyrol. Since 1983, he was 
constantly active as an industry representative and in politics. Since 2010 he is President of the 
Association of the Austrian Cableways in the Austrian Federal Economic Chamber (WKO). 

Furthermore, Mr. Hörl is a longstanding member of the Austrian National Council and was 
reelected again on 15 October 2017 for another 5 years period. Mr. Hörl has become the voice of 
Tyrol by advocating the interests of the tourism sector all over Austria. 

“I am very grateful to receive such a valuable recognition on behalf of the European hospitality 
industry. It has always been a pleasure to be involved in this wonderful sector” said Mr. Hörl.
